Following the resolution of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Economic Sciences of   01.12.10 and the policy brief of the Senate of 12.01.11, the Presidential Board of the Georg-August-Universität Göttingen has approved the revised version of the Study Regulations on 05.04.2011 for the PhD (doctorate) Programme in Economic Sciences (§§ 44 sec. 1 line 2, 9 sec. 3 line 1 Higher Education Act of Lower Saxony (NHG) as amended by the bulletin of the  26.2.2007 (Lower Saxony Law and Ordinance Gazette, p. 69), most recently changed by Article 1 of the Law of 10.06.10 (Lower Saxony Law and Ordinance Gazette, p. 242); § 41 sec. 2 line 2, Higher Education Act of Lower Saxony (NHG); § 44 sec. 1 line 3 Higher Education Act of Lower Saxony (NHG)).
Study Regulations
for the Doctoral Studies in Economic Sciences
at the Georg-August-Universität Göttingen
Part I
General Regulations
§ 1 Scope
1This order regulates the doctoral studies as part of the PhD (doctorate) Programme in Economic Sciences at the Faculty of Economic Sciences at the University of Göttingen. 2The Doctoral degree programme comprises the doctoral studies and the doctoral examination.
§ 2 Aim of the Doctoral Studies
1Aim of the doctoral studies in economic sciences is to qualify the student to take on responsible tasks in research and teaching and extramural occupational fields. 2This is brought about by research-oriented doctoral education with fixed curriculum that enables the student to master the contemporary theory and practice of economic sciences, reflect critically upon the acquired knowledge and apply it, as well as bring forth scientific specialised knowledge. 3Furthermore, key skills should be acquired.
§ 3 Participation
(1) 1All PhD students of the Faculty of Economic Sciences are obligated to enrolment and successful completion of the Doctoral Studies of the Faculty of Economic Sciences. 2Appropriate entry requirements are met by regular participation in a research training group of the Faculty of Economic Sciences or a postgraduate degree that is at least equivalent to the doctoral studies in the Doctoral degree programme in Economic Sciences at the University of Göttingen.
(2) 1The Graduate Committee decides on the established exceptions of sec. 1. 2It can delegate its decision to the concerned Thesis Committee.
Part II
Nature and Scope of the Doctoral Studies
§ 4 Scope of the Doctoral Studies
(1) 1The doctoral studies as part of the Doctoral degree programme in Economic Sciences lasts for 6 semesters as a rule. 2It comprises altogether 20 credits (1 credit = 30 hours of workload) according to the module overview prerequisite. 3The Doctoral degree programme in Economic Sciences can also be done part-time. 

(2) 1The nature and scope of the Doctoral degree programme can be specified different from sec. 1 in appendix 4, depending on the programme. 2The appendix must show a separate module overview.
§ 5 Proof of academic achievement
(1) 1Participation in the Doctoral degree programme requires enrolment. 2Successful participation in the modules or seminars is assessed as “passed”, grades are not given. 3A corresponding certificate will be issued once the necessary credits are earned and assessed; instead of a certificate, an entry can be made in the electronic examination management system. 4Moreover, the safeguarding provisions under § 24 of the Examination Regulations for the Doctoral degree programme in Economic Sciences apply.
(2) The following are possible assessment types: Presentation and seminar paper or discussion, moderation, report, written test, supervised apprenticeship, subject-specific examination types.

(3) 1Upon application of a member of the Thesis Committee, external seminars that are based for instance, on department-specific and inter-site cooperation can be approved. 2This also applies to further scientific qualification offered by e.g. specialty research institutes. 3In this regard, the applicant should explain the field and rating (credits) of the achievements to be accepted as well as the assessment type that has been taken. 4The Graduate Committee decides on the application.
(4) A proof of academic achievement is graded "failed" when left unattended or the examinee withdraws from attending the module, unless an important reason is shown. 

(5) 1If an examinee tries to influence the result to his / her advantage or that of others through manipulation or use of prohibited means, the concerned achievement is graded "failed”. 2One, who is found culpable of violating the proper course of assessment, can be dismissed. 3The achievement is then graded "failed".
(6) 1Failed assessments can be retaken twice. 2Reassessment opportunity must be offered at the earliest within the semester following the failed achievement.
(7) The Graduate Committee decides on the accreditation of external achievements that are not part of the Doctoral degree programme as examination prerequisites upon suggestion by a member of the Thesis Committee, as a rule - the principal supervisor.

§ 6 Thesis Supervision 
1In consultation with the PhD student, the Thesis Committee drafts an individualised curriculum, which recommends the Doctoral degree programme achievements to be completed within the agreed date. 2The Thesis Committee meets at least once a year with the PhD student. 3The student shall report the status of his or her research work. 4The Thesis Committee discusses the questions of the research project with the PhD student, advises him or her on further approach and adapts the individualised curriculum, if necessary.
Part III
Final Provisions
§ 7 Entry into Force and Provisional Regulations
(1) 1This regulation enters into force the day after its promulgation in the official announcements of Georg-August-Universität Göttingen. 2At the same time, the study regulations for the Doctoral degree programme in "Economic Sciences" at the Faculty of Economic Sciences as amended by the bulletin of 08.10.2002 (official announcements no. 13/2002 p. 510) also comes into effect.
(2) 1Notwithstanding sec. 1 line 2, PhD students, who have started their doctorate before this study regulations took effect and have been enrolled uninterruptedly since then in the Doctoral degree programme in "Economic Sciences", will be treated according to the provisions of the study regulations in the version applicable before the existing study regulations took effect. 2Doctoral studies, according to the provisions of the study regulations in the version applicable before enforcement of the existing study regulations, is last possible in the winter semester 2016/17. 3PhD students according to line 1 are treated summarily according to the provisions of the existing study regulations upon request.
Appendix 1:  Module overview
As part of the doctoral studies, credits with a rating of at least 20 C should be completed according to the prerequisite of the following provisions;
1. Scientific Skills
Modules with a rating of 10 C should be successfully completed according to the following condition:
a) The following modules should be successfully completed: 
P.WIWI.0001. Doktorandenkolloquium (3 C, 3 SWS) 
b) From the following list, modules with a rating of 7 C should be successfully completed:

P.WIWI.0003.  Zwischenbilanz (3 C, 1 SWS)

P.WIWI.0004. Wissenschaftskommunikation ( 2 C, 1 SWS)

P.WIWI.0005. Erstellen wissenschaftlicher Publikationen (4 C, 0 SWS)

2. Specialisation
One of the two following modules with a rating of 4 credits should be successfully completed:
P.WIWI.0006.  Fachspezifische Vertiefung (4 C, 2 SWS)

P.WIWI.0007.  Themenspezifische Vertiefung (4 C, SWS)

3. Interdisciplinary character and key skills
6 C from the following modules offered should be successfully completed:
P.WIWI.0008 Wissenschaftliches Lehren (4 C, 5 SWS)

P.WIWI.0009 Interdisziplinäre Forschung (2 C, 1 SWS)

P.WIWI.0010 Fortgeschrittene Präsentationstechnik (2 C, 0 SWS)

P.WIWI.0011 Koordination von Praxisprojekten (2 C, 0 SWS)

P.WIWI.0012 Koordination von Forschungsprojekten (2 C, 0 SWS)

P.SOWI. 6 Wissenschaftsmanagement (2 C, 1 SWS)

Instead of the modules mentioned above, other modules (alternative modules) can also be taken. These should be approved by the Dean of Studies before choosing the alternative module. Before taking a decision, opinion of the Thesis Committee should be obtained.
